Proposed budget-Tracie Oliver-unanimously approved by the messengers
Nominating committee-Donna Coffey- proposed this year’s nominations and was unanimously approved
Trustee Nomination- Matt Hess
· Progress- mentioned selling the building, consulting realtors, brokers etc. 
· Contacted people who may be interested in buying the building like school boards.
· Received interest from 2 different parties
· 800k-850k propose doffer
· Appraisers found fair range and competitive pricing on the building
· Voted in last year’s meeting to sell building
Motion announced to rescind selling the property. - Motion and second
Discussion about property: 
One person was against because “We don’t have a place to meet now that we can’t rent space at 12 stones. We should have a place planned before considering selling
One person said,” The building is to be used for the Lord. If sold, how can we guarantee the new owners will use the building for the Lord. 
One person considered selling the land around and not the building
Matt Hess (trustee committee) says, “There are options om how we divide up the land and building.”
Kelly Easton (trustee committee), “The land was donated but not restricted on the deed how it can be sold.”
One person asked if there was a need to sell?
Matt Hess said (paraphrased) In the summer of 2023, we decided it would cost 25k to repair the parking lot, and don’t have a lot of money to go towards maintenance of the building. There is 5k under the building maintenance in the budget
How can we use this to Honor God?
If property is sold, where can we meet? 
Is this urgent?
If you need money, just ask
We are Christ followers- we believe He will come through
Don’t be hasty
We should be leery of giving away assets because we may not be able to get them back.

Motion to amend the current motion to rescind
Debby Duda- 
· gave testimony on why the association is important to her, knew the couple who donated the land to the association. He had a vision for the assoc. to sue the land for the Lord’s work.
· There isn’t money on the budget for mission trips, scholarships, camps etc. 
· Sad that the vision isn’t current and that we aren’t doing what we could be doing as an association
· We won’t be able to afford the building back if we sell it.
· We could offer a mission house or building to support mission teams or missionaries. 
One person said that we should consider that even though we are searching for an AMS we should wait to make a big decision on selling, once we get a new AMS
Another person is also suggesting a mission house or building
Another person talked about how the association property is a neutral space for multiple churches to meet or other ministries.
